Rebels Registration 

For the 2012 season, the registration fee for all teams will be $300 plus a monthly fee for every month after the first month. The monthly dues are $50 per month, but each team can decide to change that fee and charge more if they want. 

All players will be required to pay at least $150 (which is non-refundable) of the $300 registration fee, before they are allowed to play on said team. They will then be given (30) days to pay the remaining $150. If after the thirty (30) days the money is still not paid, the player will not be allowed to participate until it is paid. After (45) days of no pay, the player will be removed from said team.  

Tryout Procedures
For any new player to the organization, where there is an opening on the team, they will be given a tryout. In order to tryout the player must pay $150 registration fee, along with turning in all required forms before trying out. The tryout shall last at least 4 to 6 practices. If the player does not make the team, they player will be refunded $50.   

Registration Fee Breakdown

The registration fee from each player will be divided as follows:

$ 50 goes towards club socks and t-shirt
$ 150 goes into the Rebel General Fund

$ 100 goes into the team fund
The monthly dues per player go directly into the team fund.

Additional $100 uniform deposit, it will be refunded at the end of the season when uniform is returned. 
Team Fund Breakdown

The money that is collected into the team fund will be used in the following ways:

Pay for the Coaches and Business Managers AAU insurance.

Pay for the cost of entering any and all tournaments and leagues that the team participates in.

Pay for all expenses incurred by the coaching staff (2 coaches only) on traveling tournaments.

Players Code of Ethics

I hereby pledge to be positive about my youth sports experience and accept responsibility for my participation by following this Player’s Code of Ethics Pledge.

I will encourage good sportsmanship from my fellow players, coaches and parents at every game and practice by demonstrating good sportsmanship.

I understand that I represent the Rebels at all times, and accept the responsibility of displaying a positive behavior at all times.

I will attend every practice and game that I can, and will notify my coach if I cannot make them.

I understand that my playing time will be based on my ability and practice with my team.

I will do my very best to listen and learn from my coaches.

I will treat my coaches, other players, officials and fans with respect regardless of race, sex, creed, or abilities and I will expect to be treated accordingly.

I deserve to play in an environment that is free of drugs, tobacco, and alcohol and expect adults to refrain from their use at all youth sports events.

I will encourage my parents to be involved with my team in some capacity because it’s important to me.

I will do my very best in school, and I understand that I must retain at least a 2.5 GPA to continue to participate with the Rebels.  If I fall between a 2.5 and a 2.0 at any time, then I must have my teacher fill out a Rebel progress report in order for me to continue playing with my team.  If at any time I fall below a 2.0, then I will not be able to participate with my team until I achieve a 2.5 or better.

I will remember that a sport is an opportunity to learn and have fun.

I understand that the three R’s must be adhered to at all times

1. Respect

2. Responsibility

3. Reliability

I take full responsibility for all equipment assigned to me and within my possession.  Should any of the equipment assigned to me become lost and/or damaged; my parents or guardian will be financially responsible for replacing all items.

I understand that I must be well-groomed at all times.  A well-groomed appearance shall be defined as shaving of facial hair, clean clothing, and overall decent personal hygiene.

I understand that I must treat the opponents with respect at all times.

I will respect the judgment of officials and abide by the rules of the game.

Parents Code of Ethics
Parents are required to attend the once a month meeting scheduled for their team.  At least one-week notice will be given to the parents.  

I and my friends and family, will remain in the stands at all times during practices and games, unless a coach from my child’s team ask or beckons for me to come out of the stands.

I hereby pledge to provide positive support, care and encouragement for my child participating in youth sports by following this code of ethics.

I will encourage good sportsmanship by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches and officials at every game, practice or other youth sports event.

I will place the emotional and physical well being of my child ahead of any personal desire to win.

I will insist that my child play in a safe and healthy environment.

I will provide support for coaches and officials working with my child to provide a positive, enjoyable experience for all.

I will demand a drug, alcohol and tobacco free sport environment for my child and agree to assist by refraining from their use at all youth events.

I will remember that the game is for the children, and NOT the adults.

I will promise to do my best to make youth sports fun for my child.

I will ask my child to treat other players, coaches, fans and officials with respect regardless of race, sex, creed or ability.

I will promise to help my child enjoy the youth sports experience within my personal constraints by supporting the coaches, being a respectful fan, providing transportation, or whatever else I am capable of doing.

I will require my child’s coach be trained in the responsibility of being a youth sports coach and that the coach agrees to youth sports Coaches Code of Ethics.

I understand that if I, any of my friends, or relatives threaten any player, coach, or representative of the Rebels Organization, I will be asked to return everything that belongs to the Rebels, and my child’s membership with the Rebels will be terminated.

I will promise that my child will adhere to all of the team rules set forth by their coach, as well as all Organizational rules.

I will promise to have a positive and cooperative relationship with the Business Manager of my child’s team.

I will promise not to make any derogatory remarks or gestures to players, coaches, officials, league administrators, or parents of the opposing team.

I will promise not to use excessive profanity in or around the presence of the kids.

      CHEERLEADER/SPIRITLEADER/DANCE TEAM CODE OF ETHICS

They shall always show respect and be courteous to coaches, players, officials, other teams and fans.

They shall be respectful and thoughtful to each other at all times.

They shall display a positive attitude, be courteous and in self-control at all times.

They shall keep a ​good attitude at all times!!!

They shall encourage good sportsmanship among teammates and fans.

They shall strive to uphold the highest personal, as well as cheerleading standards.

They should be aware of their appearance at all times, using good grooming and dress habits.

They must attend practice and show cooperation with other cheerleaders and coaches.

The Cheer/Dance uniform shall be worn in conjunction with the Student Athlete Academy/Rebels Youth Basketball club events.

They shall not sit in the stands or leave the squad until the end of the game.

They shall not eat, drink, or chew gum while on the court.

Coach and Business Manager Policies

Coaches will set a good example for the players and the fans to follow, exemplifying the highest moral and ethical behavior.

Coaches will be required to give receipts for all money given to them, and run all money for their team trough the Rebels account only.

Coaches will respect the judgment of the officials, and abide by the rules of the event.

Coaches will treat the opposing coaches, players, and fans with respect.

Coaches will have the final say in everything in regards to their team.

Coaches will need to submit all plans and paperwork to the President for his approval.

Coaches shall not use excessive profanity in or around the presence of their or any team of the SAA.

Coaches expenses incurred through their team will be charged to their team account. (I.e. hotel rooms, airfare, car rentals, ect..)

Business Managers will need to attend (either in the beginning or at the end) of every practice, or designate someone to be there with all of the information needed for the parents.

Business Managers will need to attend every meeting that their team has.

Business Managers will need to keep the books up-to-date at all times.

Business Managers will be required to give receipts for all money given to them, and run all money for their team trough the Rebels account only.

Business Managers will need to have a copy of the books for their team, available for the parents to look at upon request.
Business Managers will be responsible for sending out all letters and memo’s, text, email for their team, and have those communication addressed to the President as well.

Business Managers will have access to the Rebels logo, for use on their letter’s and memo’s, with any other use being submitted to the Board of Directors, for their approval.

Business Managers will need to submit, in writing to any board member; any fundraising ideas that their team would like to execute three weeks before said fundraiser.  

Business Managers will be responsible for helping the coaches plan fundraising ideas, practice schedules, and tournaments.
Rebels Fundraising Policies

Each player is required to sale 100 $2 raffle tickets in February as part of fundraiser for the organization.
All money raised at any fundraising events MUST be turned into the club Treasurer with in 72 hours of completion of said event.

Fundraising money shall be due up front, unless otherwise stated by the teams coach, or President.  In that case a due date will be set, and must be kept, or the player will be suspended, until the money due is met.

Each player will be required to participate in all fundraisers that their team does.  They will also be required to meet the minimum requirement set fourth by the coach for each fundraiser for their team. 
Either the coach of his/her team, or the President of the club, may decide to pull all fundraising activities, or have the parents pay for everything that the team decides to do.
Any fundraising ideas that the parents come up with must be presented to the Business Manager of their team.  The Business Manager will then present the idea to the Fundraising Committee or President for approval.
For all individual sponsorships, players and parents will be given form letters, which will enable them to have an opportunity to get sponsorships to help offset the cost of traveling to the National Tournaments.  Any sponsorship that is turned in will be split up 75% to the player, and 25% to their team. (This money will be given to the coach of your child’s team, and they will apply this money towards your families’ accommodations.)
At the end of the fiscal year, all balances left in the team account will be closed and rolled over into the organizations general fund.
